For reasons of consistency, and in order to make the senior section of the annual better than ever, we ask that you have your annual picture taken at our official school photographer, Dorian Studios, 206.368.7770.  To that end, Dorian’s is offering a free sitting session  from June 23rd to July 15th  for seniors of Shorewood High.   Our experience has shown that dealing with one photographer for annual pictures means we get photographs in on time, and all photos then balance and complement each other for your senior yearbook. This is not a requirement, however. We do ask, though, that you follow the guidelines listed below. 

Any senior photo we receive that does not follow the guidelines has the possibility of not appearing in the annual.  Also, if your yearbook photo is not taken by Dorian Studios, it is your responsibility to submit your photo by the due date or make sure your photographer will do so. Also, if you are concerned about your name and whether we have received your photo, please check in with Ms. Echert a couple of weeks after the due date listed below.

The senior photo should be a  head shot—either an inside or outside look. No props allowed in the photo, such as musical instruments.    The background choice is yours, but do dress appropriately for a school publication.    Also, it is essential that we receive your senior picture by Friday, October 7th in order for it to appear in the book. We will make no exceptions!
